Easy Ground Beef Quesadillas

Ingredients:[image: ]

1lb Ground Beef
1 Package of taco seasoning 
¾ Cup of water
1 Can (15oz) refried beans
1 Package (8 ct) of fluffy flour tortillas
1-2 Cups Mexican blend shredded cheese
(Optional)
¼ Cup butter or margarine (for the tortillas)
[bookmark: _GoBack]Sour Cream
Chopped Green Onions

Instructions:
1. Brown ground beef in a skillet on medium high heat until no traces of pink; drain.
2. Sprinkle in taco seasoning and add ¾ cup of water.  Bring to a boil then simmer for about 5 minutes.
3. Add in the refried beans and stir until well combined.  Remove from heat.
4. Preheat your oven to 475 degrees.
5. Butter one side of one tortilla. 
6. Place it butter side down on a cookie sheet.
7. Sprinkle cheese on one half of the tortilla.
8. Add about ¼ to ½ cup of meat mixture on top of the cheese.
9. Sprinkle cheese on top and fold the tortilla over.  (*This recipe makes about 6-8 quesadillas)
10. Place quesadillas on the cookie sheet and bake for 8-10 minutes or until golden brown.
*Serve with sour cream, guacamole, tomatoes, and/or green onions and enjoy!  
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
